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yarns spun (i.e Ne 30,35 and 40). The final proper­
ties were those measu red on yarn packages from 
rotors which had run for 8 hours 20 minutes. The 
rotors mayor may not have been cleaned as a result 
of piecing in that time. 

Both skein strengths (Figure VIII ) and single­
ya rn tenacities (Figure IX) deteriorated wi th time 
when spinning from single<:arded stock. From 
Tandem-ca rded sliver, yarn strengths showed no con­
sistent deterioration with the du ration of spinning. 
The greatest losses in strength were apparent for 
Cali forn ia and Pima cottons. 

Figu re X suggests t hat neither the level of yarn 
elongation at break or the reduction in elongation 
with pro longed spinning was influenced by carding 
treatment. 

The data for yarn Non-tJniformity (CV%) 
(Figure XI) sug~sts that yarns tended to become

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more irregular with ti me when spinning from 
single-ca rded stock. The total number of imper­
fections tended to be fewer in yarns spun from 
Tandem-carded stock (Figure XII). Imperfections 
alwa ys decreased in number as spinn ing time 
inc reased when using Tandem-ca rded stock. 

The re was little influence of carding treat­
ment on yarn hairiness as shown by the bar­
charts in Figure XIII . Hai ri ness always increased 
from initia l to final sample.

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SPECIAL TRAINING COURSES 
The Internationa l Center is receiving an 

increasing number of requests for special training 
courses. We have conducted these for various com­
panies dnd private groups during past years with 
requests almost equal ly divided between domestic 
and foreign interests. 

The most recent program was offered in May 1989 
when the Center staff taught a one-week course on 
"The Cotton Fiber and Its Uses" for a group from 
Algeria . This was sponsored by the Foreign Agricul­
tural Service of the United States Department of 
Agriculture. Participants were production managers 
from Algerian spinning and weaving plants, quality 

_ontrol supervisors, and one fiber procurement 
director.

The course content included studies on the 
cotton fiber, fiber testing with emphasis on Hvt 
systems, new deve lopments in carding and spin­
ning, rotor versus ring spinning, woven and 
knitted fabric construction, and dyeing and 
finishing cotton yarns and fabr ics. 

In addition to the classroom periods, field 
trips were made to the USDA Cotton Classing 
Office in Lubbock, cotton production at the 
Texas A&M University Agricultural Research 
Station near Lubbock, and the ACG Textile 
Division in littlefield to study denim production. 

We should mention that these special training 



programs are held at the Center ollly when requested. 
Wedo not plan a series of seminars and advertise for 
participants . We are far too busy with our research to 
hold these on a regular basis , but we are pleased to 
cooperate with private companies and government 
agencies to offer courses when these can be arranged 
at a convenient time Other programs scheduled 
during 1989 are a one-week course in July and a 
three-week course in October. 

FLAMMABILITY TESTING 
The International Center recently received 

certification from the Federa l Aviat ion Adminis­
tration, United States Department of Transportation, 
for conducting flammabi lity tests on textile materia ls 
designed for use in aircraft. Previously the Center 
was approved by the California State Fire Marshall 
for conducting flammab il ity tests and recognized as 
a registered flame -retardant app li cation laboratory. 

Dr. R D. Mehta, manager of our finishes research, 
worked closely with the California Fire Marshall and 
FAA officials to gain recognition from both agencies . 
Dr. Mehta is responsib le for all flammability testing 
and flam e-retardant app lications at the Center. He 
is assisted in his work by P. Ali Sa lame.
